                                                 Ход урока.

I.Организационный момент
T: Good morning, everyone! I mean you pupils and our highly respected guests! Having nervous jilters? – So I am. And on the screen you can see the purposes  of our lesson. We must summarize our previous knowledge about Ecological Problems. You see our theme on the screen.   You know, at the previous lesson I handed out the poem. Who begins our lesson?

P:         Sunsets.
Beautiful sunset heavenly skies

If you listen closely you can hear

Animals cry 

They’re calling their daughters

They’re calling their sons

And when they hear it, they run to their mums.

Night is arriving

Animals are preparing to sleep

Owls are awakening

They’re starting to creep

A lot of Dark hours pass

A mother wakes up to say, 

Wake up little cubs.

Be prepared for a brand new day.

T: Excellent. I’m pleased with you. 

II.Основная часть.

СЛАЙД №1,2,3.

T: The reason why we have chosen the topic “Environmental problems” is quite vivid. Why?

P:   Because our planet is on a verge of a global Ecological Catastrophe.
СДАЙД №4.

T: You are absolutely right. Our planet is on a verge of a global Ecological  Catastrophe. Please students, what does “Ecology” mean?
СЛАЙД №5.

P:   “Ecology” is a science which studies the relationship between all forms of  life on our planet with its environment. This word come from the Greek “oikos” which means “home”. This idea of “home” includes the whole planet of ours, its pollution, the nature, animals, birds, fish, insects, all other living beings and even the atmosphere around our planet.

T: Yes, of course. I agree with you. Gulsina, what does “Ecology” mean? 

P: 

And what do you think we are talking about?

P:   Firstly, if you ask me, we shall have to give a general idea of the ecological situation on our planet.
T: What do you want to say with these words?
P: Environmental pollution has become a significant abstractly to economic growth. The discharge of dust and gas into the atmosphere return to the Earth in the form of “acid rain” and affects crops the quality of forests the amount of fish. To this I can add the rise of chemicals, radioactivity, noise and other types of pollution.

T: Right to the point. What else?

P:   We have to highlight the most dangerous tendencies that have deadly consequences for us.

СЛАЙД №6.

T: You have got a case. And now let’s brainstorm these dangerous tendencies. Consults the diagram on the screen and compare our answers and see if we have missed anything important. What are they?
P: Air pollution, Water contamination, Noise pollution, Traffic congestion, Destruction of the ozone layer,  Acid rains and Deforestations.
T:  Please, tell me about our problem.

 P:   We have missed two problems, noise pollution and deforestation.

T: Do you think these two points are equally important to those we have enumerated?

P: Yes, because noise pollution negatively affects our health and well being. The problems related to noise include: hearing loss, stress, high blood pressure, sleep loss, destruction, lost productivity and a general lowering of the quality of life.

T: Of course, the problems related to noise include: hearing loss, stress, sleep loss. What else?

P:   Deforestation. To be on the safe side, deforestation alters the amount of water in the soil, and the ground water and moisture in the atmosphere.
T: Well done, thank you very much. I appreciate your answers. What else shall we dwell upon in our final lesson on the topic?

СЛАЙД №7

P: Personally I think that it won’t be an exaggeration to try showing what can be done to save our planet?

1. It is common knowledge that one should take the unwanted waste to the rubbish bins instead of throwing it away.

2. It stands to reason that we’ve got to influence big companies by boycotting any products which are harmful to the environment.

3. You won’t be surprised at my telling you that it is desirable not to use a car while traveling – use a public transport instead.

4. I don’t think that I will take you aback by saying we’d better start buying ozone-friendly products.
5. And last but not least, we should make double sure we’d rather stop using metal cans. Start using bottles.

T: Now, let’s look at the screen again and remember: What must we do to save our planet? (reading)
СЛАЙД №8.

T: As you have become aware there are lots of problems but, unfortunately, we are pressed for time to discuss them all but at least about three of them we shall talk. Let’s single them out.

The three pictures displaying these 3 problems are on the screen.

Let’s recollect the words and word expressions related to each problem.

1) Air pollution           2) Acid rains         3) Water contamination

P:   The first picture is air pollution. Large cities with thousands of smoke industrial enterprises appear all over the world today. The by-products of their activity pollute the air we breathe, the water we drink, the land we grow grain and vegetables. Every year world industry pollutes the atmosphere with about 1000 million tons of dust and other harmful substances. Many cities suffer from smog.

T: You are right. Air pollution comes from many sources, including motor vehicles, industrial activities and the burning of fossil fields and wood to heat homes, schools, offices and other buildings.

P:  The second is acid rains. Chemicals called sulfates puff out of coal-burning factories around the world. When the sulfates mix with clouds, acid rain falls and harms lakes, rivers and plants. Also the wind blows the air around. So, sulfates from one place can fall as acid rain many miles away.

T: I want to add that the good news is that many countries are working hard to end acid rain. Scientists are figuring out ways to make coal burn more cleanly. And in many parts of North America, the amount of sulfates in the air has dropped. So acid rain is falling. Students, what can you say about third picture?

P:  Contamination of ground water is also a serious problem today. Water quality is essential to our daily lives so no wonder that more and more people are getting ill, because  of “bad water”. More than 20 years ago a pulp-and paper factory was built on the shore of Lake Baikal. As a result, because of the pollution, more than 50 percent of the world’s purest water has been ruined.
T: And I want to make a point that “the Agroferm” near our village pollute our water, and we drink it, our home animals drink it too.

СЛАЙД №9.
